LARGE GROUP LEADERS

Host  serves as the emcee; usually welcomes the children; may transition to the Bible story
and Worship; dismisses the children to small groups

Bible Storyteller  master teacher who communicates the Bible story in a creative, attention-
gripping way

Worship Team  Jeads children and Small Group Leaders in a meaningful time of worship
through music

Tech Team  yorks together to provide audio, video, and computer graphics support

Producer (optional)  oversees and directs the large group environment; makes sure onstage and
backstage volunteers are ready to go; keeps a close watch on time

SMALL GROUP LEADERS

Classroom Facilitator  provides leadership and support to a team of 4 to 6 Small Group Leaders and
oversees the learning environment within the classroom; leads Wrap Up at the
end of the small group time; may lead classroom-wide activities; assigns children to
small groups

Small Group Leader  becomes the primary model, or teacher, for a group of up to 10 children
and encourages spiritual growth through relationships, discussion, and other
small group activities

Host Team (optional)  greets and escorts families as they enter the children’s classroom area and guides
them through the entire process of checking into a room

Classroom Greeter  welcomes children into a room by leading the child and parent through the
(optional)  attendance and security procedures; collects the rolls and totals the numbers for
the classroom

On Deck Group Leader  leads visitors in small group time and helps the Classroom Facilitator assign each
(optional)  new enrollee to a small group

Zone Coordinator  provides Classroom Facilitator and classroom support during small group time;

(optional)  assists in moving kids to and from large group time; collects the rolls and attendance
numbers from each classroom
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
